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Bus Code of Conduct

v/ Be respectful and kind to the bus driver and fellow passengers
v/ Remain seated when the bus is moving

v Keep arms and hands inside the bus at all times

v’ Use inside voices so the driver is not distracted

v/ Do not throw any objects on or out of the bus

v’ No eating or drinking on the bus

v’ Cell phones, iPads, and/or iPods need to remain in student

backpacks. They are for emergencies only.

Consequences

Minor Offense: One that demonstrates a lack of respect for authority and for fellow students.
There will be a student conference and the student’s parent(s) will be informed.

Repeated Minor Offenses: There will be a student and parent conference. The student will lose
bus privileges for 1-2 days.

Serious Offense: One that endangers the health and safety of passengers. There will be a
student and parent conference. The student will lose bus privileges for 1-2 days.
